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Course Description.
Since the study of these social phenomena in the 21st century has evolved as a transdisciplinary field, the course will examine the relationship between authoritarian regimes, collective consciousness, family ties and emotions in the Arab uprisings that broke out in 2011.
 The course will be divided into two sections .In the first section we will discuss several  theoretical  approaches:
1. Ibn Khaldun's theory which explains the rise and the fall of dynasties;
2.  The socio-demographic theory "life course", which explains the exclusion, marginalization and the failures of the younger generation in the transitions. The transition of the individual from the nuclear family to school,  from school to the labor market, from labor market to marriage and to political participation.                                                                                                             The institutions that govern education systems, labor market and family planning have failed in their role as intermediaries, and the younger generation has become A

3. The marginal man – Stonequist Everett's theoretical  approach 

4. Theoretical explanations that conceptualize individuals as utility-maximizers who protest as a means to other ends. Theoretical explanations that see political protesters as driven by values, beliefs and emotions .

The course will be particularly concerned with selected topics with crucial relevance to contemporary developments in the Arab World such as exclusion and marginality of young  people,  ethnic minorities, sectarian groups and women in the Arab countries as a key factor in bringing down the Arab regimes.
